The January meeting at which the election of new officers will be held will take place:  January 29, 6 pm at Babe’s Pizza Parlor in Cutten Plaza, 4015 Walnut Drive, Eureka.
April Show:  
We agreed to the following conditions for the April show at Old Town Art Gallery. 
1.  All works must be approved in advance.  All works must be for sale.  Members must submit glossy photos of sample works.  Initial acceptance of works will be based on review of the photographs.  Submissions must be received no later than Wednesday, March 25 (the week before the Arts Alive Opening on April 4).  Accepted exhibitors will be notified by phone or email within three days.  Final acceptance is based upon review of appearance of works at time of delivery.
2.  The BOD will appoint an impartial jury.  Jurors who are also submitters must recuse themselves from considering their own works.

3.  Criteria for acceptance:

If “subject matter” applies to the item, subject matter must be appropriate for general audiences, including children.

All items must be clean and finished.

Methods of construction must be appropriate for the item’s intended purpose.

All items accepted must be of fine woodworking quality

All items must have a tag securely attached with the price, the name of the maker(s) and a description including at minimum what the item is, what kind(s) of wood it is made from, and methods of construction.
Items that differ significantly from the submitted photographs may be rejected.

We will publish these criteria in the newsletter and on the web.

4.  Dave Ashford and Gary Richmond have authority and responsibility for the physical layout of the show room.  

5.  We will recruit participants in the show and sale through the newsletter, announcements at meetings, Calls to those who already submitted works for the application,  Every board member is responsible to recruit at every board meeting by greeting each attendee with “By the way, have you finished your items for the April show…?”

6.  Susan will make special name tags for Arts Alive Night for all exhibitors.

7.  We need to encourage people to come up with methods for attractively displaying their items.  We will encourage people to do this through the newsletter and through personal contacts.  We suggest things like shelves, plate racks for cutting boards, stair stepped podiums for display, etc.

8.  Susan will contact Old Town Art Gallery to find out when we will be allowed to start working on our exhibit there and what hours will be permitted for us to work there.

WoodFair 
Exhibition:

We agreed on the following categories for the WoodFair 2009 Exhibition

1.   Fine Furniture and Cabinetry.  1st, 2nd, 3rd, Student
2.  Wood Turning. 1st, 2nd, 3rd, Student
3.  Wood Carving.  1st, 2nd, 3rd, Student
5.  All  Other.  May include, but would not be limited to small projects, models, tools, jigs, marquetry, boats, musical instruments.

We agreed that we publish the judging criteria in the June newsletter or earlier and that Bert would send a copy of the criteria to Susan.

We agreed that the prizes would be in the following amount, subject to fund raising for prizes:

1st - $300

2nd - $150

3rd - $50

Student - $200

We agreed there would be Honorable Mention awards that may or may not have cash awards depending on funds available.  This to be decided by the BOD at the time of the judging.

We agreed to leave the definition of “student” open ended, that we might call it “Student / Youth / Novice” and that our goal for making awards under this title was to encourage new woodworkers.  We agreed that the judges would decide if an entry met the criteria of “Student” based on information supplied by the exhibitor on the application.
Art Work:

Michael will be working on the art work for WoodFair.  He will need the logos from the corporate sponsors.  Susan will provide him with what she has.

We are planning to have a poster, two mailings of a flier including the applications, programs, and a special flier for high schools.
Courses accompanying WoodFair:

Suggestions included:
1.  Wood Bending:  Including steam bending and bent laminations-  Possible instructors Dennis Musselman and Susan Bicknell

2.  Marquetry:  Thin veneers with Dave Peck

3.  Invite Fort Bragg Instructors to give short courses of their choice.  We agreed that Kai would send the email addresses to Susan so that she could send an invitation to the Fort Bragg instructors.  We agreed that we were looking for short courses that would take place immediately before or after WoodFair, courses that might promote the instructors products, tools, books.  Topics might include (but are not limited to) boxes, including dovetail boxes, sharpening, hand cut dovetails, turning, joinery especially final fitting of joints, hand tool techniques, finishing, fitting and hanging inset doors and drawers.
Susan will contact Ahn Fielding to get documentation regarding the terms of employment to share with the Fort Bragg insgtructors.
February and March Meetings:
