Minutes

Present:  Steve, Dave, Doralee, Bert, Susan, Harvey, Lynn (The meeting was attended by both 2008 officers and those nominated for office for 2009.)
1.  While Michael was ill and could not be present, he sent a progress report on the development of the new logo for Humboldt Woodworking Society.  The group thanked Michael for all of his hard work and many hours on the project.  Susan collected comments and agreed to talk to Michael with feedback.  Lynn volunteered to assist with graphics layout for the program for WoodFair if Michael needed it.

2.  Instead of deacquisitioning the library as has been suggested, Lynn agreed to catalog our holdings.  If after making the catalog available to the membership we still have almost no use, we will reconsider what to do with it.  We agreed that the Program coordinator would be the custodian of the club’s coffee pots but that the librarian would be the custodian of all other club property (like the picture framing tool), except for the gavel which will remain in the custody of the President.
