BEESõ WAX 

 
Save your old beesõ wax candles.  Only beesõ wax ð no other kinds of wax.  And NO DYED beesõ wax.   Do 
not throw away those ugly half-burned candles.  Please give them to Susan Bicknell at any meeting or call 
her at 768-1975.  These half-used candles are an excellent source of beesõ wax for the polish made up of 
beesõ wax and mineral oil.  Susan makes up the stuff and packages it for sale to raise money for our 
scholarships for CR woodworking students. 
 

Article:  Heartwood and Sapwood 
 
In the Q&A section of April, 2009 Fine Woodworking (p. 88), I am sorry to say, the information supplied 
regarding the difference in color between heartwood and sapwood was very misleading.  Here is the correct 
information from R. Bruce Hoadleyõs book, Understanding Wood .  As a tree grows and produces wood, it 
adds new wood in a ring just under the bark. The tissue responsible for the formation of the new ring of 
wood is the cambium.  The cambium is the only part of the stem of the tree that is made up entirely of 
living cells.  When this ring of wood is one year old, the only living cells left are the parenchyma cells of 
the rays.  All the other cells in the ring are basically devoid of protoplasm and are now in the business of

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conducting sap, hence the term òsapwood.ó  This ring of sapwood may continue to conduct sap for many 
years until there has been enough additional sapwood produced to meet the needs of the tree.  The few 
living cells in the rays may then die, and the process of the deposition of extractives begins.  Extractives 
are generally considered to be the byproducts of the metabolism of the tree.  They may have the added 
significance that they enhance the decay resistance of the wood.  As these extractives are deposited in the 
empty dead cells, they may impart color, increased density, and decay resistance to the wood.  These 
extractives are sometimes abrasive and very hard on cutting tools, but not always. S. B.
