Report of the Meeting of February 26 ,
2009 0O Meeting at Mad River
Millworks, Blue Lake.

Announcements: The deadline is March 11 for
photos to be submitted of works to become a part
of the April show at Old Town Gallery.

The WoodFair flier has been prepared and was
shared in draft. The next meeting of the BOD

wi || be March 12 at Dave
review submissions for the April show. The BOD
has approved a budget for WoodFair and it is
likely that we will break even or better. The
March meeting is moved to May because Blue Ox
Millworks is only available in March. The March
meeting will be from 6-8 instead of the usual 7-9
pm. Membership cards will be distributed with
the next newsletter.

It was moved and seconded to make the motto of

Members agreed that they would like to have it
expressed in Latin. Motion passed.

Program: Tim Thornton showed us around his
large facility where moldings, balusters, pickets,
and many other forms of millwork are made. The
machines he uses most are a modern molder
that can cut 5 or 6 different parts of a complex
profile at once, a pin router that can copy a
baluster template in a few minutes, and a lathe
that works from templates. Tim must have had a
hundred thousand templates filed in various
storage areas around the shop. He has owned
the business since 1986, and been on the Blue
Lake site since 1990. Eric Almquist owns the
building. Tim is now working alone, but when
the economy is better, he has a few employees.
His principal woods are mahogany and old
growth redwood, although he has difficulty
getting good old growth redwood now. He offered
several tips that are useful for anyone who works
in a wood shop for more than a few hours at a
time. He wears a sandal strapped to the outside
of his shoe called Ergomate. It is like having a
portable anti-fatigue mat. He showed us a
pneumatic clamp that clamps two rods across an
edge glue set up to keep boards from slipping out
of alignment. It is called a pneumatic clamp
from Larryods Cl amps.

Report of the Board of Directors

The BOD met at the Home of Dave and Sue
Ashford.
