Even if you participated in previous shows and sales at WoodFair and at Old Town Art Gallery, we still
need to see your photos so that we can plan for your items. All members in good standing (your dues are
paid up) of HWS may participate by bringing approved works for sale.

Conditions:

1. All works must be approved in advance. All works must be for sale. Members must submit glossy
photos of sample works. Initial acceptance of works will be based on review of the photographs.
Photographs must be received no later than Friday, November 6, at Humboldt Woodworking Society, c/o S.
H. Bicknell, P O Box 688, Hydesville, CA 95547-0688. Accepted exhibitors will be notified by phone or
email within three days. You may also drop your photos and application off at our next monthly meeting, 7
pm, October 29, at Humboldt Area Foundation on Indianola Cutoff in Bayside.
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2. All preliminarily accepted works must be delivered to Almquist Lumber Co. by Thursday, Nov. 12. Final
acceptance is based upon review of appearance of works at time of delivery.

3. The BOD will appoint an impartial jury. Jurors who are also submitters must recuse themselves from
considering their own works.

4. Criteria for acceptance:

v If “subject matter” applies to the item, subject matter must be appropriate for general audiences,
including children.

All items must be clean and finished.

Methods of construction must be appropriate for the item’s intended purpose.

All items accepted must be of fine woodworking quality

Items that differ significantly from the submitted photographs may be rejected.
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5. All items must have a tag securely attached with the price (exclusive of sales tax), the name of the
maker(s) and a description including at minimum what the item is, what kind(s) of wood it is made from,
and methods of construction.
6. Exhibitors are encouraged to provide methods for displaying your works. Please consider what might
be appropriate for your particular items. For example, plate racks might work for cutting boards. Small
shelves might present bowls well. This may be important particularly if you have numerous small items.
7. Exhibitors should set prices considering that Almquist Lumber Company will retain 20% of the sale
price, and that Almquist Lumber Company will collect the required sales tax on top of the price set by the
maker. Humboldt Woodworking Society will not retain a share of the sale price.
8. Each exhibitor will be charged a flat fee of $15, due November 12, to cover the expenses for the opening
reception and for publicity.

MINUTES of the Board of Directors Meeting of September 3, 2009 at College of the Redwoods

Present: Susan Bicknell, Stephen Baer, Harvey Raider, Doralee Smith, Bert Hafar

1. We approved the minutes of the meeting of the BOD of August 18, 2009.

2. It was moved (Doralee) and seconded (Bert) to approve the amendments to the Bylaws, to publish them in the October
Newsletter, and to submit them to the membership for a vote at the October monthly meeting. (See October Newsletter). Motion
passed unanimously. (Note: We actually moved this up and did it at the September meeting.)

3. It was moved (Susan) and seconded (Harvey) to approve and adopt the Articles of Organization, prepare them for signature by
the board, and publish them with the October Newsletter. (Note: We actually moved this up and published them with the
September newsletter.) Motion passed unanimously.

4. We reviewed the sample Conflict of Interest Policy. It was moved (Susan) and seconded (Doralee) that we should have a
conflict of interest policy like the sample and that Susan should prepare a Conflict of Interest Policy for consideration at our next
BOD meeting. Motion passed unanimously.

5. We discussed several proposals for WoodFair exhibition categories. It was moved (Harvey) and seconded (Susan) that the
categories for WoodFair 2010 would be: (1) Fine Furniture; (2) Cabinetry and Casework; (3) Sculpture, Carving, and
Woodturning; (4) Novice; (5) All Other (Includes Musical Instruments, Boats, Jigs and Shop Fixtures, Marquetry, Intarsia and all
other woodworking). Motion passed unanimously.

6. We discussed defining “novice.” It was moved (Harvey) and seconded (Susan) that we would define “Novice” as, “A
woodworker of any age who has had less than one year of formal training at the collegiate level in fine woodworking.” Motion
passed unanimously. It was also agreed that language such as, “open to enthusiasts who are honing their skills and are new to
design,” would be helpful.

7. It was moved (Susan) and seconded (Harvey) to approve the WoodFair budget as presented and amended. Motion passed
unanimously. Copy attached.

8. The motion (M / Susan, S / Bert) passed unanimously that we should have a “Just a Table” category for vendors at WoodFair
2010 and that the base fee should be $40.



9. It was agreed that our preferred dates for the November-December show and sale at Almquist Lumber were: installation
November 12/13", Opening November 14 or 15, and removal after January 1. Susan was authorized to contact Eric and begin
planning for the show.

10. Other items discussed related to WoodFair 2010: It was agreed that additional signage was needed for parking and Vendor B.
It was agreed that it would be a positive development to have more demonstrations at booths. It was agreed that it would be a
positive addition to WoodFair to have a Saturday evening BBQ for all official WoodFair participants including Almquist
employees, HWS members, vendors, exhibitors, etc? We would sell tickets for the BBQ ($15 - $20) and drinks would be extra. It
was agreed that we should keep about the same approach that we had to the classes in 2009 using mostly local people, with more
lead time and more publicity.

11. We discussed nominations for new officers in accordance with the amended bylaws. We agreed the BOD would nominate a
slate of officers in advance of the January meeting.

12. The next BOD meeting will be October 8 from 2-5 pm at CR Wood Shop.

They offered the use of the saw to members who might have a
special need. Steve Baer showed samples of many different local and exotic woods and talked about his experiences
using them. We also discussed the development of small shops, air quality needs of small shops, shops o n wheels, and
special purpose tools. Meeting adjourned at 9 pm.
